After the war ended, Disney 

started making short cartoons in Kansas City, but soon ran out of money. He 

decided to find his fortune in Hollywood. 

                             He came to California with a suitcase and $20 in his pocket. 

It took a while, but Disney began to enjoy success with his cartoons. He 

created Mickey Mouse, the most famous character ever. Then in 1937, Snow 

White and the Seven Dwarfs premiered. It was the first full-length animated 

movie, and a huge success. Disney made many more movies that we still 

watch today, including Pinocchio, Dumbo and Bambi.
